PREFACE

In 1938, Buu Quang pagoda - the first temple of Vietnamese Theravada Buddhism
was established in Go Dua, Saigon. Venerable monks: Most Venerable Thien Luat,
Most Venerable Buu Chon, and Most Venerable Ho Tong, etc., have practiced and
absorbed the genuine teachings from the Southern Buddhist countries: Cambodia,
Myanmar, Sri Lanka and then returned to Vietnam to promote and propagate. The
Vietnamese Theravada Buddhist temples: Giac Quang and Ky Vien were
constructed in Saigon; then, Vietnamese Theravada Buddhist temples developed
into provinces and cities in Vietnam and overseas. Up to now, there have been 160
Vietnamese Theravada temples established in Vietnam and many countries around
the world.

Thus, Vietnamese Theravada temples have a young age compared to Mahayana
temples and Khmer Theravada temples. Many temples are under construction and
restoration (Truc Lam Pagoda, District 6, Ho Chi Minh City; Thien Truc Pagoda,
Ha Tien, Kien Giang, etc.); many temples built on a large scale, with a solemn stupa
(Phuoc Son Monastery, Bien Hoa, Dong Nai; Buu Long Monastery, Thu Duc City,
Ho Chi Minh City; Pho Minh Pagoda, Go Vap District, Ho Chi Minh City; Huyen
Khong, Huong Tra, Thua Thien Hue); many pagodas become national landscapes
and peaceful places of meditation (Thich Ca Phat Dai, Vung Tau, Ba Ria-Vung Tau;
Huyen Khong Son Thuong pagoda, Huong Tra, Thua Thien Hue), and a place of
medical examination and treatment for the poor (Falun Temple, Hue City, Thua
Thien Hue), etc.

The book "Vietnamese Theravada Temple" is a series of image books jointly
composed by Venerable Buu Chanh and photographer Vo Van Tuong in order to
introduce the unique art and architecture of Vietnamese Theravada temples through
images such as the temple gate, the main hall, the Buddha hall, the worshiping statue,
the tools for rites and rituals, the activities, etc. Regarding the images in the book,
we went to each temple to perform without using materials and photos on social
networking sites. Regarding the content of the articles, we record the information at
the temple in combination with the information that has been posted on websites and
books listed on the reference page. In volume 1, there are 5 articles by Dr. Vo Song
Huong, a lecturer at the University of Social Sciences and Humanities of Ho Chi
Minh City. She accompanied us to visit many Theravada temples in Ho Chi Minh
City and the southern provinces. Hopefully, in volume 2, she will compose more
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articles. These articles refer to the Theravada temple with her own profound feelings,
so we will include them in additional readings.

Volume 1 of the book "The Vietnamese Theravada Temple" introduces 50 temples.
From the central of Vietnam, Thua Thien Hue: 5 pagodas; Da Nang: 1 pagoda;
Quang Nam: 2 pagodas; Khanh Hoa: 1 pagoda; Binh Thuan: 1 pagoda; Binh Duong:
2 pagodas; Binh Phuoc: 3 pagodas; Tien Giang: 1 pagoda; Vinh Long: 2 pagodas;
Dong Nai: 11 pagodas; Ba Ria - Vung Tau: 5 pagodas; Ho Chi Minh City: 11
pagodas; and USA: 5 temples in California, Texas and Washington D.C.

Reading the history and looking at images of each temple, we can feel the
steadfastness and wisdom of the Venerable Monks leading the Theravada Buddhist
tradition up to now. I can feel the sincerity of many Buddhists who have donated
land to establish pagodas, donated pure offerings, and made efforts so that the temple
can be expanded and have sufficient facilities for a large number of Buddhists and
people to come to listen to the dhamma and worship, study, and abide.

We are sincerely grateful to the abbots of Theravada temples for assisting us in
understanding the history of the temple and providing the best conditions to take
pictures of the temple, its statues, and a variety of artifacts.

We would like to thank the artist Nguyen Tran Hao, who presented fine art and
executed the beautiful printing of this book.

This is the first image book that demonstrates Vietnamese Theravada temples, so
mistakes cannot be avoided. We hope that the Venerable monks and nuns, insightful
companions, and Buddhists everywhere sympathize and give suggestions to the
author to produce the book more completely in the reprints.

BUU LONG MONASTERY, HO CHI MINH CITY



Buu Long monastery is located at 81 Nguyen Xien, Long Binh Ward, Thu Duc
District, Ho Chi Minh City. The monastery was originally a quiet abode with an
area of about 11 hectares constructed by lay Buddhist Vo Ha Thuat in 1942 after
taking refuge in Venerable Ho Tong. In 1958, when the Vietnamese Theravada
Sangha was born, he offered this abode to the master, who was the first Chief of
the Buddhist clergy of Vietnam Theravada Buddhism and requested for ordination,
having the dhamma name Lao Tam. In 1981, the meditation master Ho Tong, the
monastery's founder, passed away at 88.

In 1982, Venerable Vien Minh inherited and continued the position of Abbot,
along with the abbot, Venerable Buu Duc, carried out an extensive restoration of
the first Vietnamese Theravada temple into a stately and magnificently monastery,
including numerous Buddhist scenes, residences for monks, Pali schools, nunnery,
and the great stupa Gotama Cetiya. The great stupa was established in 2007 and
completed in 2013 on an area of 2,000m2, 70m high, to worship the Buddha's and
the great saints' relics. The tower has the modern and ancient architecture of the
ancient Suvannabhumi civilization in Southeast Asia.

The Buddha shrine is decorated with dignity, containing the Buddha Sakyamuni's
statue. The great stupa Gotama Cetiya worships various statues of Buddha turning
the wheel of Dhamma, Buddha meditating, Buddha attaining enlightenment,
Buddha giving blessings, and Buddha reclining.

On the campus of the monastery, there is an ascetic bodhisattva cave formed in
2002; the Bodhi Buddha scene was restored in 1995; the Nibbana Buddha scene
was completed in 2005, which honor the Buddha's statue carved in a lying posture
of granite, 8m long, weighing 50 tons, surrounded by 10 lamp posts sculpted
according to the form of King Asoka's stone pillars at Buddhist vestiges in India.
The website phatgiao.org.vn of the Vietnam Buddhist Sangha on July 29, 2019,
informed that the monastery was included in the list of 20 most distinctive
Buddhist architectures in the world by US magazine National Geographic.

BUU QUANG PAGODA, HO CHI MINH CITY

Buu Quang pagoda is situated at 171/10 National Highway 1A, Go Dua Hamlet,
Binh Chieu Ward, Thu Duc City, Ho Chi Minh City. The pagoda has numerous tall
shady trees, so the environment is invariably peaceful and cool.

The pagoda was simply founded in 1938 on a land of more than 2 hectares donated
by the family of Mr. Bui Nguon Hua and owned by Mr. Nguyen Van Hieu. In
1940, after the Sakyamuni Buddha's statue and a Bodhi tree were placed in the
temple, Mr. Nguyen Van Hieu resolved to sell his house, use expenses to rebuild
the temple, buy field land, and reap profits for the pagoda. The current pagoda was
formed spaciously and ornately after 1947. It was restored in 1981, 1996, and
2004. The previous abbots were: Venerable Ho Tong, Venerable Ho Luat,
Venerable An Lam, Venerable Phap Tinh, Venerable Thien Quang, Reverend San
Nhien, and Venerable Thien Nghiem. Today, the pagoda has established a Board
of Directors led by Venerable Thien Tam.

The pagoda is the first Theravada Buddhist temple of the Vietnamese. In 1939,
Venerable Ho Tong and several monks initially arrived in Vietnam to preach and
dwelt here to propagate the dhamma. The pagoda contains a school and a library to
educate novices and laypeople.



The Buddha shrine is decorated in a dignified and brightly colored manner,
adorned with Buddha Sakyamuni's statues of birth, meditation, enlightenment,
holding the begging bowl, blessing, and reclining.

On the temple campus, there are many Buddha Sakyamuni's statues of awakening,
turning the wheel of dhamma, and so on. Notably, in the temple's front yard places
two statues: the first saint of Long Life, Bakula, and the first saint of compassion,
Angulimala (pray for a child).

On November 7, 2006, the Vietnam Record Organization set the record of Buu
Quang pagoda as "the first Vietnamese Theravada Buddhist temple in Vietnam."

Giac Quang pagoda is positioned at 47 Luong Van Can, Ward 15, District 8, Ho
Chi Minh City.

The pagoda was founded by Venerable Giac Quang, Venerable Tinh Tue, and
other elderly lay devotees. Venerable Giac Quang, whose ordinary name was
Duong Van Them, resolved to learn and practice the Buddha's teachings in 1939.
In 1940, he went to Cambodia to become a monk, studied the dhamma around 5
years, then returned home and collaborated with Theravada Buddhist monks to
construct this pagoda in 1945 to disseminate the dhamma. Following the Buu
Quang pagoda, the Giac Quang pagoda became the second temple of the
Vietnamese Theravada Buddhist tradition. The pagoda was restored in 1959.

The pagoda has undergone many abbots: Most Venerable Giac Quang, Most
Venerable Tinh Tue, Venerable Giac Nhan, Venerable Giac Nhan, Venerable Buu
Tri, and Venerable Thien Dat.

The existing pagoda was restored by Venerable Thien Dat in 2004-2005. The main
hall was built with 1 basement and 2 floors. The Buddha shrine on the 2nd floor is
decorated with respect. The Sakyamuni Buddha's statue in sitting and blessing
postures is 2.5m high, cast in bronze gilded in 2000 in Thailand. In front of the
Buddha shrine, the pagoda honors the 4m high bronze statue of Sakyamuni
Buddha, which was cast in bronze in Thailand in 2002. The pagoda still preserves
a basket of sutta engraved with Pali characters on palmyra leaves, brought by
Venerable Giac Quang from Cambodia in 1945.

Particularly, on June 6, 2009, the pagoda coordinated with the Central Committee
of the Vietnam Buddhist Sangha to hold a service to welcome the 16 jade relics of
the Buddha and great saints to worship at Quan Su pagoda (Hanoi) and Bai Dinh
pagoda (Ninh Binh). The great ceremony was celebrated solemnly, stately, and
respectfully with the engagement of thousands of venerable monks, nuns,
Buddhists, and lay people everywhere.

The Vietnam Record Organization has set Giac Quang pagoda two records:
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1. The most prominent service of worshiping Buddha relics was organized by the
Central Committee of the Vietnam Buddhist Sangha (co-owner of the record) on

June 6, 2009

2. Largest bronze gilded bronze statue of Sakyamuni Buddha in the main hall of

the Vietnamese Theravada Buddhist School - August 1, 2010.

KY VIEN PAGODA, DISTRICT 3 - HO CHI MINH CITY

Ky Vien pagoda is located at 610 Nguyen Dinh Chieu, District 3, Ho Chi Minh
City. Ky Vien is the name of a monastery where Sakyamuni Buddha existed. At
that time, a wealthy man named Tu Dat supported the poor, so people called him
Anathapindika, and Prince Ky Da bestowed the Buddha on a stunning monastery
called Jetavana.

According to the book Rituals and Monasteries of Vietnam Theravada Buddhism
(Ho Chi Minh City Publishing House, 2002), Bhikkhu Thien Minh suggested that
in 1947, Ms. Bui Thi Ngoc learning and practicing Mahayana Buddhism
established. In 1948, Mr. Nguyen Van Hieu and a group of laypeople from Buu
Quang pagoda borrowed her temple to make a place to discuss and preach
dhamma. Then, the pagoda was cleared to widen the road. Layman group Nguyen
Van Hieu saw vacant land opposite the pagoda of Hui Bon Hoa's family (Mr. Hoa),
so they rented the ground to form the pagoda.

On July 21, 1949, Saigon Do Thanh granted a permit to rebuild the new Ky Vien
pagoda. The consecration of the pagoda and Buddha statue were held on October
9, 1949. From then on, the pagoda has been pursuing Theravada Buddhism. Later,
two Buddhists, Kim Long and Lam Thi Thiet later, resolved to buy the entire land
to offer to the Three Jewels. The land offering ceremony was held on February 16,
1952, by Venerable Ho Tong, under the witness of the abbot of Mahamontrey
pagoda in Cambodia.
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In 1953, the pagoda was damaged in a fire in the Ban Co area, so it was restored
from February to November 1954, with a total cost of over 800,000 VND, turning
the front of the pagoda into the new street, i.e., Nguyen Dinh Chieu street today.
The main hall worships Buddha in the form of three levels. The top floor places
Buddha's relics (consecrated by Venerable Narada in Sri Lanka in 1953), and the
lower floors worship Sakyamuni Buddha preaching, meditating, and reclining.
Below is a set of gilded altars offered by the Royal Thai army, decorated with
small Buddha statues. The back wall depicts numerous splendid towers hidden in
the clouds.

In the early stages of evolvement, the pagoda welcomed two renowned dhamma
masters to give dhamma talks, Venerable Thong Kham and Venerable Narada (Sri
Lanka).

On May 14, 1957, Mr. Nguyen Van Hieu established the Vietnamese Theravada
Buddhist Association at the pagoda. On December 18, 1957, Most Venerable
Monks Buu Chon, Thien Luat, Ho Tong, Kim Quang, Gioi Nghiem, Toi Thang,
and Giac Quang established the Vietnamese Theravada Sangha. From then on until
1981, the pagoda housed the headquarters of the Vietnamese Theravada Sangha.
The previous and current abbots are Most Venerable Ho Tong, Most Venerable
Buu Chon, Most Venerable Toi Thang, Most Venerable Gioi Nghiem, Most
Venerable Thien Thang, Most Venerable An Lam, Most Venerable Vien Minh,
Most Venerable Sieu Viet, and Most Venerable Tang Dinh.

Mr. Ho Tong was born in Tan Chau (An Giang), obtained a doctor's degree, and
was sent to work in Cambodia. He founded Sung Phuoc temple in Phnom Penh,
was ordained, and administered precepts by Deputy Monk King of Cambodia in
1940. In 1957, during the meeting to elect the First Executive Board of the
Vietnamese Theravada Sangha, he was elected to the post of Supreme Patriarch.
Most Venerable Tang Dinh constructed the pagoda on a large scale at the
beginning of 2006. The architecture of the new pagoda was established in the form
of a seven-story tower, and the roof imitated the Great Enlightenment tower in
Bodh Gaya, India. On each floor, the pagoda adorns ornate statues of Sakyamuni
Buddha in different positions: birth, meditation, enlightenment, blessing, and
Nibbana.

Most Venerable Tang Dinh recently organized a reprint of the Theravada
predecessors' scriptures to respond to the needs of monks and laypeople to
investigate Buddhism.
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Ky Vien pagoda is the cultural and educational center of the Theravada Buddhist
lineage, a place to propagate and welcome international Buddhist delegations of
the Theravada system.

NAM TONG PAGODA, BINH TAN DISTRICT, HO CHI MINH CITY

Nam Tong pagoda is situated at 220/110/166/1 An Lac Ward, Binh Tan District,
Ho Chi Minh City.

This pagoda was established in 1969 by Most Venerable Ho Giac, Most Venerable
Sieu Viet, Believer Luu Quynh Hoa, and the Luu family. It has experienced 3
generations of abbots: Most Venerable Ho Giac, abbot from 1970 to 1981; Most
Venerable Sieu Viet, abbot from 1981 to 1992; and Venerable Thien Hanh, abbot
from 1992 to the present.

Venerable Thien Hanh organized a significant restoration of the temple in 2009
due to the pure contribution of Mr. and Mrs. Trinh Huu Hoa's and 157 companions'
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offerings. In 2007, the pagoda formed a stele inscribed the merit of creating
Venerable Sieu Viet stupa by Mr. Seang Keo Lai, Mrs. Hang Vu Thy, their
descendants, monks, nuns, and followers.

Venerable Sieu Viet, ordinarily named Tran Sieu Viet, was born in 1934 in
Cambodia. He was ordained at the age of 13, became a novice at 19, and became a
bhikkhu at 20. He used to hold the position of the Vice Chairman of the Executive
Board of Vietnam Buddhist Sangha, deputy head of the Executive Board of
Vietnam Buddhist Sangha chapter in HCM City, head monk of Vietnamese
Theravada Buddhism; abbot of Nam Tong pagoda, Ky Vien pagoda, and Thich Ca
Phat Dai. He passed away in 1997 at the pagoda.

The pagoda contains stupas of Venerable Sieu Viet and Luu Gia Chi.

Nam Tong pagoda today is a solemn and beautiful temple with many facilities to
serve a large number of monks, nuns, and Buddhists from all over the world who
come to worship, listen to and study the dhamma. The main hall has two floors, the
upper floor is the Buddha shrine to adore the Buddha Sakyamuni's statue, and the
lower floor is the meditation hall and the ceremony hall.

The temple yard has numerous Sakyamuni Buddha's and the great saints' statues:
Upali - the first precept, Sariputta - the first wisdom, and Sivali - the first fortune.

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NGUYEN THUY MONASTERY, DISTRICT 2, HO CHI MINH CITY
Nguyen Thuy monastery is situated at 33A, Street 10, Cat Lai Ward, Thu Duc
City, Ho Chi Minh City.

Nguyen Thuy monastery is the new name of Nguyen Thuy pagoda since 2009. It
was founded in 1970 by Most Venerable Ho Tong. His aim was to establish a
Theravada Buddhist University and Buddhist Meditation Center at the temple, but
the predestined conditions were deficient, so the work merely completed the main
hall and residences for monks.

The monastery has encountered some generations of abbots: Venerable Ho Tong,

Venerable Giac Chanh, Venerable Giac Thien, and Venerable Phap Chat.
Venerable Phap Chat, the abbot since 1993, has been organized many times to

restore the spacious monastery as it is today.

The main hall is 18m wide and 24m long. The Buddha shrine is decorated with
respect. In 1972, the monastery allowed to creation of a giant statue of Buddha
Sakyamuni in the Buddha shrine. The statue is made of cement material, 4.5 m
high (especially the head is 1.5 m high), 3.3 m wide at the knee, and a 1.8 m high
pedestal. 3 jade Buddha relics were placed inside the statue. The statue is plated
with 24k gold. On May 31, 2007, the Vietnam Record Organization set a record:
"The golden cement statue of Sakyamuni Buddha in the main hall of the highest
Theravada Buddhism sect."”
In 2006, the monastery established a meditation hall with 9 rooms, serving the
increasing number of meditators coming to the temple to attend Vipassana
meditation retreats. In 2008, the monastery continued to upgrade the meditation
hall for monks and nuns, and lay disciples to have a place to practice.

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PHAP QUANG TEMPLE, BINH THANH DISTRICT, HO CHI MINH CITY

Phap Quang temple is positioned at 414/17 No Trang Long, Ward 13, Binh Thanh
District, Ho Chi Minh City.

Venerable Thien Luat founded the temple in 1958 in an area of 2,300m2. He is a
noble monk of the Vietnamese Theravada Buddhist School.

Venerable Thien Luat (1886-1969) was born in Sa Dec. From a young age, he
followed his family to Cambodia to live in Prey-Veng province. He was ordained
in 1934 at Prek-Reng temple. In 1937, he was ordained as a bhikkhu with the
teacher, Cambodian Vice Supreme Patriarch, Venerable Uttamamuni Um-Su. In
1940, he came to Thien Lam pagoda to study and rebuild the ruined temple. In
1956, he was invited by Vietnamese Buddhists to Ky Vien pagoda to give dhamma
talks. In April 1957, the Vietnamese Theravada Buddhist Sangha was established,
and he assumed the position of Vice Supreme Patriarch. In 1858, he and Venerable
Ho Giac established the Phap Quang pagoda in Binh Thanh. He came here as an
abbot and founded a schooling place to train many talented monks to propagate the
Buddha's teachings in the country and around the world.

The temple was greatly restored in 1990, including the following works: the main
hall, the predecessor tower, the monk residences, the lecture hall, the monastic
dining hall, and the place for making merit. The Abbot Venerable Minh Giac built
the majestic predecessor tower, and on its roof is a statue of Buddha giving
blessings and built a three-story monk residence in the shape of an L.

The Buddha shrine is decorated in a simple and dignified way, worshiping the
statue of Buddha Sakyamuni meditating, birth, walking for alms round, and
Nibbana. These statues are made of cement, but their robes are covered with 24k
gold.

Phap Quang temple had the first Buddhist school of the Theravada Buddhist Sect
in Vietnam.

PHAT BAO PAGODA, TAN BINH DISTRICT, HO CHI MINH CITY

Phat Bao pagoda is located at 673/3 Lac Long Quan, Tan Binh District, Ho Chi
Minh City.

The pagoda has an area of 4,600 m2 due to the two families, Lam and Huynh,
donating the land of the grave to Most Venerable Gioi Nghiem so that he could
build the pagoda in 1965.

The first abbot was Venerable Gioi Nghiem (1921-1984). His hometown is Huong
Thuy district, Thua Thien Hue province. He has ordained a novice at the age of 9
at the temple of Bang Lang village. In 1940, he entered Da Nang at the Pho Da
Temple and was ordained as a bhikkhu of Mahayana Buddhism. In 1944, he
studied overseas in Cambodia. In 1947, Venerable Niep Tich ordained him as a
monk according to the Theravada Buddhist tradition. Then, he continued to arrive
in Thailand and Myanmar to study Buddhism.

In 1957, he returned home and, together with Most Venerable Ho Tong, Buu Chon,
Thien Luat, Toi Thang, Giac Quang, Kim Quang, and Thong Kham, campaigned
for the establishment of the Vietnamese Theravada Buddhist Sangha. He was
elected Supreme Patriarch for four consecutive terms, from 1964 to 1974 and
1979. In 1981, while the Vietnam Buddhist Sangha was born, he was invited to
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become a member of the Witness Council of Vietnamese Buddhist Congregation
and was nominated as the Vice Chairman of the Executive Board of Vietnam
Buddhist Sangha. He built or instructed the construction of 16 Theravada Buddhist
temples from Hue, Da Nang, Nha Trang, Da Lat, and My Tho.

The second abbot, Venerable Chanh Niem. Since 1987, he restored the pagoda
many times, built the three-way gate in 2001, and constructed the Buddha tower in
2003. Currently, the abbot Master Quang Minh significantly renovated the pagoda
in 2011 to become a tall and spacious one.

From 1966 to 1975, the pagoda established the Intermediate School of Buddhism,
teaching the Pali Canon system for 4 courses for resident monks, about 100
students each.

The Buddha's shrine is decorated with dignity, honoring the statue of the Buddha
attaining enlightenment, the Buddha holding the alms bowl, and the Buddha
reclining. In particular, on the top floor of the main hall, the pagoda has a statue of
Buddha turning the wheel of dhamma, and on the roof of the pagoda places a
statue of Buddha Nibbana.

Every year, the pagoda organizes 3 significant services: April 15 (lunar calendar) -
Buddha's Birthday, worshiping Buddha's relics, Buddha bathing ceremony; July 13
(lunar calendar) - death anniversary of Venerable Gioi Nghiem; September 18
(lunar calendar) - Kathina robe offering ceremony.

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PHO MINH PAGODA, GO VAP DISTRICT, HO CHI MINH CITY

Pho Minh Pagoda is located at 374 Pham Van Dong (another number: 02 Thien Ho
Duong), Ward 1, Go Vap District, Ho Chi Minh City.

The pagoda formerly belonged to Mahayana Buddhism, named La pagoda,
founded by Venerable Linh Tam in 1934. Around 1960, nun Dieu Thien offered
the pagoda to the Vietnamese Theravada Sangha, received by Venerable Buu
Chon. At that time, the pagoda was the residence of Theravada Buddhist monks
such as Most Venerable Thien Luat, Most Venerable Ho Tong, Most Venerable Ho
Giac, and Most Venerable Nguyet Quang.

The first abbot was Venerable Buu Chon, who built the temple on an area of 1,000
m2. The next abbot is Venerable Thien Tam from 1979 to the present.

Most Venerable Thien Tam organized a central restoration of the temple in 1985.
The Buddha shrine was decorated dignifiedly, worshiping many statues of
Sakyamuni Buddha, including a bronze statue of Sakyamuni Buddha offered by
the Thai Royal Family and Thai University in 2004.

The pagoda has the Relic tower formed from 2002 to 2006. The 10-story tower,
40m high (if including the ground floor is 11 floors, 43m high), honors Sakyamuni
Buddha in the style of statues of Southern Buddhist countries, such as Thailand,
Laos, Myanmar, and Sri Lanka. The highest floor adorns Buddha's relics. The
Vietnam Record Organization set the stupa a record on April 26, 2007: "The tallest
Theravada Buddhist stupa."

Every year, the pagoda observes services, such as the death anniversary ceremony
of the Venerable founder on January 19 (lunar calendar), the death anniversary
service of the Venerable Buu Chon 1/8 (lunar calendar), a full moon festival in
January, April, and July, and Kathina robe offering. Every Sunday is a peaceful
and purified day for a large number of Buddhist believers. The schedule for the
658th peaceful and purified day on October 16, 2022, is as follows: 09:00
Buddhists gather at 09:30 to worship the Three Jewels, 10:45 a.m. requesting
formula, receiving the precepts, offering food mindfully, chanting sutta, blessing,
11 a.m. walking meditation, eating in awareness, and dhamma talks, 12.00
transferring merit and completing.

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TU QUANG TEMPLE, GO VAP DISTRICT, HO CHI MINH CITY

Tu Quang temple is positioned at 63 Tran Binh Trong, Ward 1, Go Vap District,
Ho Chi Minh City.

The temple was founded by Venerable Ho Giac (the ordinary name Nguyen Van
Dan) in 1952. He passed away in 1964. The ongoing abbots are Venerable Minh
Chau (1964-1968), Venerable Duyen Hanh (1968-1978), Venerable Thien Thang
(1978-1993), Venerable Kim Thai, Khmer (1993-1995), Venerable Ho Bao (1995-
2003), Venerable Phap Tri (2003-2006), Venerable Sieu Quang (2006-2009) and
Venerable Minh Duc from 2009 to the present.

The tall and spacious current temple was restored by Venerable Minh Duc in 2011,
completed in 2013 on an area of 1,400 m2 with the pure donation of the supporters,
especially two families: Ms. Nguyen Thi Dung and Mr. Do Thanh Truoc and Mrs.
Nguyen Do Thi Phuong Lan (USA). The main hall has 3 floors: 1 basement and
two floors, area 16mx35m. The lecture hall 1s on the 1st floor. The Buddha shrine
on the 2nd floor is decorated solemnly, worshiping Sakyamuni Buddha meditating.
On the temple grounds, there are also Buddha scenes, stupas, monk residences,
kitchens, etc. The three-door gate and fences were built in 2015 - 2016.

Every week, the temple provides a basic teaching class on the Abhidhamma for
Buddhists. The Kathina robe offering ceremony is held on October 9. On the full
moon and the first day of lunar months, the temple holds a penitential rite for lay
devotees to come and recite Buddhist scriptures.

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XA LOI PHAT DAI PAGODA, HO CHI MINH CITY

Xa Loi Phat Dai Pagoda is located at 1A, A Street, Long Binh Ward, Thu Duc
City, Ho Chi Minh City.

The temple is located on Vien hill, donated by Doctor Bui Kien Tin to the
Theravada Sangha of Vietnam in 1969. Having been allocated land by the
Theravada Sangha, Most Venerable Phap Tri organized the construction of the
temple modeled on the architecture of Bodh Gaya in India. In 1992, Venerable
Thien Nhan became the abbot to continue the work of building the temple. In
1998, due to the land of the pagoda, which belongs to the construction of the
National Historical and Cultural Park, the pagoda had to move 500m?2 to the
present location in which the land has an area of 7,200m?2.

On March 24, 2005, Most Venerable Thien Nhan organized the construction of a
spacious Xa Loi Phat Dai pagoda on Long Son resettlement land. The main hall in
the middle has an area of 450m2; the front yard contains a stupa and a bell tower.
Behind the main hall is the monastic dining hall, and on both sides of the main hall
are monk residences.

In 2007, the pagoda stately held the service regarding the consecration of the
Buddha statue and establishing stma. The Buddha shrine is decorated solemnly to
worship Sakyamuni Buddha's statue meditating on a lotus flower under the Bodhi
tree; behind the Buddha shrine is a relief sculpture of the Palilayya forest. In
particular, Buddha relics are enshrined at the top of the head of the Buddha statue.
Around the wall of the Buddha shrine, there are bas-reliefs depicting the Buddha's
life, from birth to Nibbana.

Every year, the pagoda organizes the death anniversary day of Most Venerable
Phap Tri on October 16 (lunar calendar). On the 22nd (lunar calendar) of every
month, the pagoda arranges a day to meditate based on the four foundations of
mindfulness.

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BUU DUC PAGODA, BIEN HOA, DONG NAI

Buu Duc pagoda is situated at C61 A Huynh Van Nghe, Bien Hoa City, Dong Nai

Province.

The pagoda was founded by Venerable Phap Buu in 1970 on an area of 4,000 m2
donated by layman Nguyen Van Lac. The pagoda was restored by Venerable Hue

Dac in 1983 with solid materials. Currently, Most Venerable Buu Chanbh is the
abbot of the pagoda, and Venerable Tue Quyen is the deputy abbot.

Most Venerable Giac Chanh organized a major restoration of the temple and built

the main hall in 1990 in the style of a relic tower with green stone materials. On

the main hall's roof, there are 5 towers, including Bodhisattva's birth, Bodhisattva

becoming Buddha, Buddha turning the dhamma wheel, and Buddha reclining. In
each tower, there is a worship of "sacred land" brought from the "Four Sacred
Places" in India and Nepal. In the middle is the Buddha's relics tower, the
architecture of the Sanchi tower in India, also known as the Tathagata's
Enlightenment, the Buddha's relics. In particular, in the front of the main hall are

bodhi leaves, including an "eight-fold right path and three bodhi leaves." The three

bodhi leaves here represent morality, concentration, and wisdom leading to
enlightenment.

The Buddha shrine is decorated dignifiedly, worshiping the statue of Sakyamuni
Buddha meditating on a lotus pedestal. The statue is cast in cement, imitating
stone, 2.5m high. On the walls, there are many paintings illustrating the life of
Buddha Sakyamuni from birth to Nibbana.

On the temple grounds, there is also a predecessor tower (worshiping Most
Venerable Tinh Su), a three-story monk residence, a dining hall, and a place
containing ashes of the dead.

The temple conducts penitential activities every month on the full moon day and
the 30th (lunar calendar). The primary ceremonies of the year comprise the full
moon of January, April, and October (lunar calendar), and Kathina robe offering

ceremony.

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NGOC DAT PAGODA, BIEN HOA, DONG NAI

Ngoc Dat pagoda is located in Phuoc Tan Ward, Bien Hoa City, Dong Nai
Province.

Ngoc Dat pagoda was originally Ngoc Dat abode, the first Buddhist temple in
Phuoc Tan ward. At that time, Venerable Giac Thanh opened new land to establish
a temple in 1955, restored it in 1965, and built an octagonal main hall. He passed
away on September 29, 1985.

Venerable Tri Duc changed its name to Ngoc Dat pagoda, constructed architectural
works, worshiped, and practiced. In the front yard of the pagoda, there is a stele
commemorating the merit of two laywomen, Nguyen Thi Phung and Le Thi Yen,
who presented the Tam Bao throne to the Buddhist Sangha on March 7, 1985. The
pagoda was greatly restored in 1993, building a new main hall, and continued to be
restored in 1999, 2012, and in recent years.

The temple scene today is spacious, beautiful, and peaceful. The three-door gate
includes 4 pillars engraved with Vietnamese parallel sentences, and two sides have
two dhamma protectors. The temple yard has many open-air Buddha statues, such
as the prince ascetic, the Buddha meditating, the Buddha blessing, and the Buddha
Nibbana.

The two couplets engraved at the gate are:

The worldly road has been dark and full of sin for a hundred years,

Constantly vowing to condition mindfulness gate

The Buddha shrine is decorated dignifiedly, honoring the statue of Sakyamuni
Buddha sitting on a lotus; behind is a picture of a Bodhi tree. The front of the main
hall has a bas-relief of the four Great Heavenly Kings. In 1999, Most Venerable
Tri Duc built a 3-story tower to worship Buddha's relics and predecessors.

The temple has a tradition of observing the Kathina robe offering ceremony every
year on the 1st of October (lunar calendar).

Phuoc Hue temple is located at alley 706, group 29, Le Duan, Cau Xeo area, Long
Thanh district, Dong Nai province.

Venerable Tam Hy founded the temple in 1990. It has an area of 355 m2 donated
by two disciples, Mr. Truong Quoc Tuan and Nguyen Van Huynh. Most Venerable
Buu Chanbh is the current abbot.

The main hall was built in 1992, including a statue of Buddha reclining in 1994,
the three-way gate constructed in 1995, a monk residence established in 1997, a
stupa worshiping Buddha's relics formed in 1998, etc.

On November 2, 2019, the temple held a ceremony to offer Kathina robes to the
resident monks. The main patrons are two families of Buddhists, Nguyen Thi Thao
and Dang Thi Bach Tuyet. During the ceremony, Venerable Buu Chanh lectured
on the topic: "Finding a temple for yourself." Next is the rite of offering robes and
the ceremony to proffer robes to Venerable Phuoc Hien, the deputy abbot assisting
the Venerable Abbot in looking after and restoring the temple.

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PHUOC SON MONASTERY, BIEN HOA, DONG NAI

Phuoc Son monastery is located on La Giang hill, 368 Tan Cang quarter, Phuoc
Tan ward, Bien Hoa city, Dong Nai province.

The monastery has an area of 30 hectares with many trees, a 600m long stream
running along the foothills and 2 calm lotus ponds, creating a relaxed, quiet, and
airy ecological environment. The monastery has a well that runs all year round.
The monastery was founded in 1970 by Venerable Gioi Nghiem (1921-1984). He
was born in Huong Thuy district, Thua Thien Hue province. He was elected by the
Vietnamese Theravada Buddhist Sangha for four consecutive terms, from 1964 to
1974 and 1979. In 1981, while the Vietnam Buddhist Sangha was born, he was
invited to become a member of the Witness Council of Vietnamese Buddhist
Congregation and was nominated as the Vice Chairman of the Executive Board of
Vietnam Buddhist Sangha. Most Venerable Buu Chanh has been the abbot since
1984. Currently, there are over 500 monks and nuns regularly studying and
practicing dhamma at the monastery.

The majestic and stunning main hall with the lecture halls, the meditation halls, the
three-way gate, the Bao An tower, the dining hall, and many scenes of Buddha
relics have been constructed by Venerable Buu Chanh from 2010 to the present.
The Buddha shrine is decorated with respect. The statue of Buddha Sakyamuni,
made of cement, 9.99m high, created in 2010, and gilded in 2016, 1s dignified in
the Buddha shrine.

The monastery houses many Sakyamuni Buddha statues in the open air, such as the
blessed statue of Sakyamuni Buddha (11m high), a statue of Sakyamuni Buddha
walking for alms round (13m high), Buddha Sakyamuni statue receiving offerings,
218 statues of Buddha and His disciples walking in bowls, set of Buddha
Sakyamuni statues made of white stone Ngu Hanh Son (Da Nang), the garden of
Saint Monk Sivali statue, Mahapajapati statue, and so on.

The monastery established over 1000 meditation kutis for 500 monks, nuns, and
lay Buddhists to meditate daily according to the Vipassana approach, also known
as insight meditation, four Foundations of Mindfulness or Vipassana meditation,
aiding practitioners in purifying mental and physical defilements, broadening
vision, and obtaining peace and tranquility.
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Every year, on the 12th day of the 10th month (lunar calendar), the monastery
organizes a ceremony to offer Kathina robes, make offerings to the Buddhist
mendicants, and an impermanent ordination ceremony.

The monastery has established Vietnamese Records of Cultural Heritage,
including:

01. The highest statue of Buddha holding a begging bowl of the Vietnamese
Theravada Buddhism sect (August 1, 2010)

02. The cement statue of Sakyamuni Buddha in the main hall of the largest
Theravada Buddhist sect - surpasses the record (August 11, 2011)

the most (November 11, 2016)

04.Golden cement statue of Sakyamuni Buddha in the main hall of the largest

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QUANG MINH PAGODA, LONG THANH, DONG NAI

Quang Minh pagoda is positioned in Hamlet 1, Long An Commune, Long Thanh
District, Dong Nai Province. The pagoda is constructed on an area of 10,000m2,
with many cool and quiet trees.

The pagoda was originally the Quang Minh temple, built by Venerable Chanh Tam
in 1989, with thatched roofs and walls for religious practice. The temple was
restored in 1991. In 1994, it was renamed Quang Minh pagoda. Currently, Most
Venerable Buu Chanh is the abbot of this temple.

The main hall of Quang Minh pagoda was formed in the style of a double-roofed
tube house made of reinforced concrete. The Buddha shrine honors the statue of
Sakyamuni Buddha meditating on a lotus pedestal. In front is a statue of Buddha
reclining.

In front of the main hall is the Sakyamuni Buddha tower with a 5Sm high tower
architecture and a 2m high statue of Sakyamuni Buddha.

The current pagoda has many open-air statues in front, and on both sides of the
main hall include the set of Four Sacred Places statues (4 clusters of statues of the
prince born and attained enlightenment, the Buddha turning the dhamma wheel,
and the Buddha Nibbana) and statues of Buddha ascetic, Buddha blessing.

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QUANG NGHIEM PAGODA, BIEN HOA, DONG NAI

Quang Nghiem pagoda is situated at 827 Dinh Quang An, Phuoc Tan ward, Bien
Hoa city, Dong Nai province.

Nun Thich Nu Dieu Oanh reclaimed a land plot of 23,000 m2 and built the temple
before 1970. In 1980, the nun dedicated the pagoda to Southern Buddhism,
received by Most Venerable Giac Chanh. In 1982, Most Venerable Giac Chanh
offered the pagoda to Venerable Giac Tam. In 1990, Venerable Minh Thien was
the abbot. In 1995, Venerable Tue Quyen was appointed abbot by the Executive
Board of the Vietnam Buddhist Sangha in Dong Nai province. The Venerable
organized a great restoration of the temple in 2005, building the main hall, monks'
residence, dining hall, guest house, Bodhi Buddha statue, Buddha enlightenment
statue, Nibbana Buddha statue, Buddha blessing statue, Brahma statue, and the
three-way gate. In particular, the three-door gate is a unique work of art with the
artistic architecture of Theravada Buddhism. The letters on the gate are composed
in Vietnamese. On the front, in the middle has the name and address of the temple;
both sides record: "Buddha brought sentient beings across the shore of
enlightenment - Dhamma brought humanity across the river of confusion." On the
back side, write the sentences in the Dhammapada: "Do not do all evil, accomplish
good deeds, keep your mind pure; they are the Buddhas' teachings."

The Buddha shrine is decorated dignifiedly and adored statues of Buddha
Sakyamuni: Buddha preaching, meditating, blessing, and holding a begging bowl.
On the surrounding walls are reliefs of the Buddha's life.

The pagoda organizes annual services on the Saturday and Sunday before the full
moon, such as worshiping Buddha, flower lanterns, praying for peace, and teaching
Pali suttas and doctrine. Kathina robe offering ceremony held on September 25
(lunar calendar).

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TAM PHUOC PAGODA, BIEN HOA, DONG NAI

Tam Phuoc pagoda is located at 247 National Highway 51, Tam Phuoc Ward, Bien
Hoa City, Dong Nai Province.

The pagoda was donated to Venerable Chanh Dinh for establishing the temple by
Most Venerable Buu Chanh. In 1990, the pagoda named Tam Phuoc, matching the
name of Tam Phuoc commune at that time and adapting to the three bases of
meritorious action (giving, virtue, and mental development) in the Buddhist
tradition. The temple was initially a small and simple construction.

In 1992, the Abbot Chanh Dinh organized the restoration of the main hall, roofed
with corrugated iron, and decorated the temple garden, creating a peaceful
landscape. In 1996, the Venerable continued to rebuild the main hall with
reinforced cement materials corrugated iron roof. The project was completed in
early 1997.

In 2005, the Venerable conducted a major restoration of the main hall according to
the architecture of two overlapping matches and tiled roofs. Construction was
completed in early 2006.

In 2008, the pagoda built a monastery. In 2011, a large and spacious meditation
hall was constructed with a roof stack of matches, light, and elegantly curved
blades.

The Buddha shrine is decorated with dignity, with three levels of incense
worshiping the statue of Buddha Sakyamuni (bronze), the statue of Buddha
meditating (bronze, Thailand), and the statue of Buddha reclining.

The meditation hall houses 12 statues of Sakyamuni Buddha's life, from the
prince's birth to the Buddha's Nibbana. Here, there are 2 green stone statues; and 5
incense wooden statues brought back from Cambodia.

In front of the main hall is a garden of statues of Sakyamuni Buddha, prominently
3 statues of Sakyamuni Buddha made of white stone (Ninh Binh) in 2018, in the
middle is a statue of Buddha meditating, on both sides are statues of Buddha
receiving offerings, and the statue of Buddha blessing. A stone statue of Saint
Monk Sivali, 1.2m high, was created in 2015.

Every year, the Kathina robe offering ceremony is solemnly held by the temple on
October 13 (lunar calendar).

THIEN QUANG 1, LONG THANH, DONG NAI

Thien Quang 1 pagoda is located in Hamlet 8, Binh Son Commune, Long Thanh
District, Dong Nai Province.

The pagoda was built by Venerable Thien Phap in 1976 on an area of 2.5 hectares
with numerous tall green trees. At that time, the pagoda was small, with earthen
walls and thatched roofs. In 1980, the Venerable restored the temple to a larger area
with a tole roof and named it Thien Quang with the wish that the radiance of the
Buddha's doctrine would be disseminated everywhere. In 1993, the Venerable
carried out a major restoration of the temple with solid materials, creating the main
hall with an area of 198m2. The front is constructed in the form of an ancient
building; the upper floor is dedicated to the statue of Buddha Sakyamuni blessing.
In 1998, the Abbot continued to establish a lecture hall with an area of 120m2 behind
the main hall and the three-door gate. In 2001, he constructed a number of ancillary
works, such as monk residence, bell tower, and kutis.

The Buddha shrine is arranged dignifiedly, worshiping the bronze statue of Buddha
Sakyamuni, 1.4m high, the statue of Buddha Sakyamuni meditating, and a statue of
the prince being born.

On the temple campus, there are many large open-air statues, such as statue of a
seven-headed snake covering the Buddha, the Buddha's enlightenment, the Buddha
reclining, a bell tower, and a relic tower. The great bell in the bell tower weighs
800kg and i1s cast in Dong Nai in 2001. The 3-story, 15m high relic stupa worships
5 Buddha relics.
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Since 2018, the pagoda has formed a new main hall with a floor area of 3,100m2,
adorning a bronze statue of Buddha Sakyamuni 5m high, weighing 11 tons.

The temple holds a ceremony to offer Kathina robes on October 10 (lunar calendar)
every year.

The Buddha shrine is presented with dignity, honoring the statue of Sakyamuni
Buddha meditating and Buddha Nibbana on the central altar; behind is a painting of
the Bodhi tree. In the temple yard is a statue of Buddha Sakyamuni blessing, and in
the lecture hall is the statue of the Buddha meditating.

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BO DE TEMPLE, VUNG TAU, BA RIA VUNG TAU

Bo De temple is situated at 25 Vi Ba, Ward 1, Vung Tau City, Ba Ria - Vung Tau
Province.

Most Venerable Ho Tong founded the temple in 1968. At that time, a group of local
Buddhists resolved to proffer 7,000m2 of land to Venerable Ho Tong to establish a
Theravada Buddhist temple on Lon Mountain, Vung Tau. The pagoda is about 200m
high above sea level, easy for traffic.

In 1970, the Venerable planted a Bodhi tree from India and named it Bodhi pagoda.
In 1994, the Venerable changed the name of the Bo De temple. He constructed the
main hall and later formed a nunnery for nuns to study. Life at the temple has been
volatile since 1985 since it is located in the clearance planning area; then, the temple
was damaged 98% by storm Durant in 2006.

Towards the end of 2006, the abbot Chanh Minh organized the construction of a new
two-story main hall, inaugurated in early 2007. In July 2007, the temple continued
to build the lecture hall and embellish the Buddha Sakyamuni statue 8m high facing
the sea.

The Buddha shrine is decorated with dignity, worshiping the statue of Sakyamuni
Buddha meditating under the Bodhi tree. On the temple grounds is a statue of a
seven-headed snake covering the Buddha and a stupa of Buddha's relics.

The temple holds a ceremony to offer Kathina robes on September 16 (lunar
calendar) every year. Every Sunday, there is a teaching class on Abhidhamma.

Bo De temple has a peaceful landscape and windy sea all year round. It is a scenic
spot in Vung Tau city today.

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HO PHAP PAGODA, VUNG TAU, BA RIA - VUNG TAU

Ho Phap pagoda is positioned at 610/2B Tran Phu, Ward 5, Vung Tau City, Ba
Ria - Vung Tau Province. The pagoda is located in the complex of Sakyamuni
Buddha monuments in Vung Tau, with a total area of 29 hectares. The temple
itself has an area of 2,000 m2.

The pagoda was formed in 1970 by Mr. Phan Van Giac with the name Thien Hue
temple on the northern slope of Lon mountain. In 1972, the pagoda shifted its
name to Ho Phap meditation center, the name of Venerable Ho Phap
Dhammapala (1901-1987), a renowned monk of Vietnamese Theravada
Buddhism. In 1988, Abbot Giac Tri named the Ho Phap pagoda and conducted
many restorations and constructions of the temple.

Most Venerable Giac Tri organized the construction of the main hall of Ho Phap
pagoda in 1997. The Buddha shrine is decorated with dignity and worships a
6.5m high statue of Sakyamuni Buddha, made of cement and inlaid with 24K
gold. Behind the statue is a wooden bas-relief, width 5.8m, height 8m, lacquered
by artisans re-enacting scenes of Buddhas, Bodhisattvas, and Gods listening to
Buddha Sakyamuni preaching at Deer Park (Sarnath), India. Two wooden statues
of Buddha, created in 2000, each 3.2m high: the statue of the Buddha giving love
(the seal of fearlessness) and the statue of the Buddha fulfilling his wishes (the
seal of the wish). On both sides of the main door are statues of the Blessed
Buddha and the Traveling Buddha, both carved in white stone.

The Ho Phap meditation hall adores two statues of Buddha Sakyamuni. In
particular, the bronze Buddha statue weighing 999kg was offered by the Thai
Buddhist Sangha and the family of Buddhist Vu Thi Mui Tuong in 2009 and is
placed in the middle of the Buddha shrine. In the Buddha shrine, there is also a
wooden statue of Bodhisattva Maitreya, donated by the family of Buddhists
Luong Thi Thanh Thuy and Ha Thi Vy, and a wooden statue of "an old monk
worshiping Buddha" elaborately carved.

In front of the door of the meditation hall hangs a blue bronze bell weighing
999kg with a reverberation of about 5 km (according to the abbot). The outer wall
of the meditation hall is carved with a set of pictures "History of the first
collection of the suttanta and vinaya" at Rajagaha (after the cremation ceremony
of Buddha Sakyamuni) with the aim of accurately determining the precepts and
scriptures to avoid deviations due to misunderstanding or vandalism.
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In particular, in the main hall, Most Venerable Giac Tri made 4 steles of
Discourse on Turning the Wheel of the Dhamma made of star wood inlaid with
mother-of-pearl, engraved in four languages: Vietnamese, English, Pali, and
Chinese. Each stele has dimensions: 3.4m high, 1m wide, and 10cm thick. The
stele 1s housed in a wooden stand, above which is carved the image of Turning
the Wheel of the Dhamma and the deities riding on clouds listening to the
dhamma. This stele set was established by the Vietnam Record Organization on
September 21, 2013, with the content: "The largest size of the Turning the Wheel
of the Dhamma sutta inlaid with mother-of-pearl in four languages." In addition
to the set of scriptures, there is also a drum made in 2000; the stand is carved with
dragons at four fulcrums, with sophisticated carving techniques.

Situated in the complex of Thich Ca Phat Dai relics, Vung Tau tourist city, Ho
Phap pagoda is a place to welcome a large number of Buddhists and travelers
every day to visit and worship Buddha. The set of stele theTurning the Wheel of
the Dhamma sutta has been established as a Vietnam Record and is a precious
cultural heritage of Vietnamese Theravada Buddhism.

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PHUOC HAI PAGODA, VUNG TAU, BA RIA - VUNG TAU

Phuoc Hai pagoda is located at 38 Nguyen Binh Khiem, Ward 2, Vung Tau City,
Ba Ria - Vung Tau Province.

The pagoda was established before 1968. The pagoda was built by Mr. and Mrs.
Huan, a great benefactor who bought land and built the pagoda as an offering to
Venerable Buu Chon. Most Venerable Thien Tam was appointed as the abbot.
The current abbot is Venerable Minh Hanh.

Situated in the center of Vung Tau tourist city, the pagoda has an airy and
peaceful landscape with many green trees and stunning Buddha scenes. Above
the gate of the temple, there is a statue of a born prince standing on a lotus and a
globe.

The Buddha shrine is decorated with dignity, worshiping the Buddha Sakyamuni
in the middle, sitting on a lotus and three-level altar. On both sides are two statues
of Buddha holding a begging bowl and two statues of Buddha meditating. In front
of the statue is a statue of Buddha reclining. The back wall of the Buddha statue
has an image in the middle of a Bodhi tree. Two paintings on both sides depict
the scene of the prince's birth and the Buddha's Nibbana. Above the statue of
Lord Buddha, there is a small tower worshiping Buddha’s relic.

The pagoda has a number of open-air Buddha scenes, such as the statue of the
Buddha meditating with a seven-headed snake, the statue of Buddha meditating
under a large luxuriant Bodhi tree, and the statue of Buddha meditating on a lotus;
behind is an elaborately crafted fake painting.

TAM BAO PAGODA, VUNG TAU, BA RIA - VUNG TAU

Tam Bao pagoda is located at 72 Vi Ba, Nui Lon, Ward 1, Vung Tau City, Ba Ria -
Vung Tau Province.

Venerable Gioi Nghiem founded the Tam Bao pagoda in 1972. The Venerable
opened the Four Foundations of Mindfulness retreats for monks and Buddhists to
study. Currently, the pagoda is headed by Venerable Thang Phuoc, commonly
known as Master Tuan.

The Buddha's temple is arranged dignifiedly, worshiping the meditating Buddha.
In front, there is a statue of a prince born and a statue of Buddha reclining. The
temple houses many open-air statues of Sakyamuni Buddha.

The forest behind the pagoda is full of monkeys. The pagoda attracts many tourists
and Buddhists in the coastal city of Vung Tau.

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THICH CA PHAT DAI PAGODA, VUNG TAU, BA RIA - VUNG TAU

Thich Ca Phat Dai is located at 608 Tran Phu, Ward 5, Vung Tau City, Ba Ria -
Vung Tau Province.

Previously, this mountain area was uninhabited. In 1957, Mr. Le Quang Vinh, a
retired mandarin, came here to build the Thien Lam pagoda to practice, taking the
dhamma name Giac Phap. Previously, in the late 1940s, he had guided Venerable
Narada from Sri Lanka to lecture in Vietnam. When visiting this land, the Venerable
suggested that a Theravada temple should be built here.

Thien Lam pagoda was restored in 1961. The Buddha's shrine was decorated with
dignity. In the middle altar is the statue of Sakyamuni Buddha meditating on a lotus,
and on two sides worship two statues of Sakyamuni Buddha.

In 1961, the Theravada Buddhist Sangha perceived that the natural scenery here was
beautiful and the location was convenient for pilgrims to worship, so it mobilized
Buddhist followers to contribute offerings to construct the Thich Ca Phat Dai area.
The first stone-putting ceremony was conducted at the stupa on June 4, 1961. The
groundbreaking ceremony was held on July 20, 1961. After 19 months of
construction, the inauguration ceremony was solemnly held on March 9 and 10,
1963.

Sakyamuni Buddha is a sculptural architectural complex built according to the story
of the life of Sakyamuni Buddha associated with the green and blue natural
landscape, which has been an attractive pilgrimage destination over 60 years in Vung
Tau city.

The three-door gate was constructed simply, with four square pillars; on the top of
each post, a lotus flower was attached. In the middle, there is a signboard with four
words, the national language of Thich Ca Phat Dai, with a wheel of dhamma
mounted on it.

The works here are presented on the mountainside, divided into three levels
according to a tower gradually from 3m to 29m above sea level. Level 1 is the three-
way gate and flower garden; level 2 is a cool house and a traditional display house;
level 3 is the Thien Lam pagoda, and the Buddha area includes many large statues
of Buddha Sakyamuni's life from birth to Nibbana.

Regarding the statue of enlightenment, sculptor Phuc Dien, named Bui Van Them,
who made the statue of Kim Than Phat To at Thich Ca Phat Dai (Vung Tau) and
Long Son pagoda (Nha Trang), said that the Buddha's statue here is 6m high, 4m
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wide, the pedestal and lotus are 7m high (the octagonal pedestal represents the
eightfold path). The head part of the statue was cast at 267 Hung Vuong Street,
Saigon. In the statue of Buddha, there are three jewels of Buddha relics.

In 1960, Venerable Narada visited Big Mountain and planted here a Bodhi tree, the
root of the Bodhi tree in Bodhgaya. The stele here reads: "This historical bodhi tree
is a descendant of the Sri Maha Bodhi root in Bodhgaya. From that sacred tree, a
branch was invited to plant in the ancient capital of Anuradhapura in Sri Lanka
(Ceylon). Venerable Narada Maha Thera invited a sapling from this root to plant
here on November 2, 1960, on September 14, Year of the Rat, Buddhist calendar
2503."

The stupa of the octagonal Buddha relics in Sakyamuni Buddha Dai is 17m high and
built in the middle of the ceremony yard, about 300m wide. The stupa contains a
lotus bud; in the stupa enshrined 13 relics of the Buddha (offered by Venerable
Narada) contained in a golden box. Under the four sides of the foot of the stupa,
there are four great peaks; inside is the sacred ground that was brought back from
the Buddha's place: birth, enlightenment, turning the dhamma wheel, and reclining.
Sakyamuni Buddha has been recognized by the Ministry of Culture and Information
as a national historical - cultural - scenic relic. Sakyamuni Buddha is one of the most
famous scenic spots in Vung Tau and the South. Every year, this place welcomes
millions of tourists to visit and worship.

Currently, Thien Lam pagoda is run by a Buddhist Management Board. Most
Venerable Thien Tam is in charge of the Committee; Most Venerable Buu Chanbh is
the Deputy Head of the Standing Committee.

GIAC HOANG PAGODA, BINH DUONG

Giac Hoang pagoda is located at 29th Street, Hamlet 4, Tan Lap Commune,
Bac Tan Uyen District, Binh Duong Province.

The pagoda was established in 2014 in an area of more than 11,600 m2
donated by Uyen Ha's family and overseas friends. The pagoda is established by
Venerable Thien Minh. Venerable Minh Tan is the abbot now.

The architecture of Giac Hoang pagoda from the outside is as follows: the
three-way gate, the east two-story tower and the west two-story tower, the mountain
rock containing the statue of Buddha Emperor Tran Nhan Tong, the main hall, the
monk residence, kutis, and dining hall. The main hall is built in an ancient building,
and the roof corners are decorated with reliefs of cranes and stylized lotus flowers;
in the middle is a wheel that turns the dhamma wheel. A special feature of the pagoda
is the decoration of many cranes (in the bronze drum), dragons, and lotus flowers at
the three-door gate and the main hall, bringing the serenity, lightness, and meaning
of Vietnamese culture to this dignified temple.

The Buddha shrine is arranged with respect. A marble statue of Buddha
Sakyamuni meditating, seated on a wooden lotus-carved three-level cushion. The
statue was bestowed by Mr. Nguyen Van Muoi, Mrs. Tran Thi Mai (USA), and their
children. In front is a statue of Buddha Sakyamuni crafted in marble by Burmese
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artisans donated by Buddhist Nguyen Thi Cuc from Myanmar. At the Buddha shrine,
there is an altar to the Venerable Thien Minh, the first abbot in 2016.

The temple regularly opens Vipassana meditation retreats for monks, nuns,
and Buddhists to study and practice. In particular, on November 5, 2016, the King

of Thailand made offerings to him during the Kathina robe offering ceremony at the

temple.

In 1998, when the Venerable passed away,
the pagoda was succeeded by the abbots and guided Buddhists to study: Venerable
Minh Tinh (1998-2006), Venerable Buu Chanh (2006-2012), and Venerable Thien
Minh (2012-2018). In 2013, Venerable Thien Minh organized the restoration and
expansion of the pagoda into a spacious temple.

Currently, the pagoda is headed by Most Venerable Buu Chanh.

TAM BAO THIEN DUONG TEMPLE, BINH PHUOC

Tam Bao temple is located at 73 Tru Van Tho, An Lap ward, Binh Long town, Binh
Phuoc province.

The temple was founded by Venerable Chanh Tri in 1987, with an area of about
1,000 m2 offered by his family. In 1988, he established the Buddha scene of birth
and Nibbana, the tower to worship the Buddha's relics, and the tower to place the
Buddhists' ashes. He passed away in 1993.

The Buddha shrine is decorated with dignity, honoring the statue of Sakyamuni
Buddha meditating on a three-step pedestal; behind is a painting of a Bodhi tree.
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In 1996, Venerable Thien Tri was appointed by Venerable Sieu Viet as the temple's
abbot. He ordained a novice at Nam Tong temple in 1983, and his original master
was Venerable Sieu Viet. The Venerable has devoted time studying at many
pagodas: Buu Quang, Ky Vien, Xa Lo1 Phat Dai, Nguyen Thuy, and Thien Quang.
He is planning to overhaul the first Theravada Buddhist temple. The first in Binh
Phuoc province became a spacious temple for monks, nuns, and Buddhists from
everywhere to study and practice dhamma.

THANH PHUOC PAGODA, BINH PHUOC

Thanh Phuoc pagoda is located in Thanh Luong commune, Binh Long town, Binh
Phuoc province.

Venerable Thien Hoa built the pagoda in 2008, with an area of 1,300 m2, located on
a small hill. On March 20, 2011, the pagoda started to form the main hall. On June
19, 2016, the Sima Boundary Ceremony was stately held by the temple.

The main hall has an area of 500 m2, is a beautiful work, and has the architectural
form of Buddhism in Southeast Asian countries. The Buddha shrine is presented
with dignity, honoring the statue of Sakyamuni Buddha meditating on a lotus
pedestal, on a wooden three-step pedestal, and behind is a stunning painting of the
Bodhi tree.

The temple's campus contains many gorgeous Buddha scenes made of reinforced
concrete: Bodhisattvas practicing asceticism, Bodhisattvas attaining enlightenment,
Buddha turning the wheel of dhamma, Buddha reclining, and Buddha blessing.

TU PHUONG TANG PAGODA, BINH PHUOC

Tu Phuong Tang pagoda is located in Phuoc An commune, Hon Quan district, Binh
Phuoc province.

The pagoda was built by Venerable Giac Tam in 1990, with an area of about
3,000m2 bestowed by Ms. Yen's family to Theravada Buddhism. Later, Venerable
Thien Hoa and Venerable Phuoc Tinh bought more land, so the pagoda area today
is 12,800m2.

The pagoda has an airy, peaceful landscape with surrounding forests and a
meandering river on the side.

The pagoda has experienced 5 generations of abbots and administrators: Founder
and abbot Giac Tam (1990-1996), Venerable Tri Quang abbot (1996-199%),
Venerable Chanh Truyen Tu (1998-1999), Venerable Thien Hoa abbot (2001-2007),
and Venerable Phuoc Tinh (from 2007 to the present). Currently, the temple is run
by Venerable Tue Dung. Those abbots associated with monks and Buddhists were
organized many times to restore and extend the temple into a spacious temple.

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PHAP BAO PAGODA, TIEN GIANG

Phap Bao pagoda is located at 44/448 Ly Thuong Kiet, Ward 5, My Tho City,
Tien Giang Province.

The pagoda was established in 1966 on a land of about 1 hectare offered by
the Nguyen Van Le family to the Vietnamese Theravada Sangha. Most
Venerable Monk Gioi Nghiem presided over the Buddha consecration
ceremony on February 27, 1966, named Phap Bao pagoda and assigned it to
Most Venerable Phap Lac to manage. The temple at that time had a simple
architecture.

In 1967, Venerable Phap Lac organized the construction of the main hall. In
1968, he held the great ceremony of Buddha consecration and worshiped 5
relics of the Buddha. In 1974, the Venerable conducted the construction of a
three-way gate. In 1990, he created the Buddha scenes about the life of the
Buddha. In 1997, he formed a monk residence. The Venerable passed away
on May 12, 2001, at the age of 98, 40 monastic ages.

Venerable Buu Hien, succeeding as the abbot, collaborating with brother
monks, disciples, and Buddhists, contributed offerings to build a 13m high
stupa to worship the Venerable Phap Lac. In 2008, the abbot ordered the
construction of the road. The Venerable has repeatedly restored and built Phap
Bao pagoda to become a dignified and tunning temple in My Tho city today.
The Venerable also opened a class to teach Pali, held regular dhamma lectures,
and participated in many local charity activities.

The Buddha shrine is arranged with dignity, worshiping the statue of
Sakyamuni Buddha meditating, the Buddha holding the begging bowl, the
Buddha blessing, and the Buddha Nibbana. The Buddha shrine contains an
altar to the Venerable Phap Lac, the temple's first abbot.

In particular, the pagoda has built a Buddha scene with 28 Completely
Enlightened Buddhas as 28 Fully Awakened Ones, from the first Tanhankaro
Mahaviro to the 28th Gotamo Sakyapungavo (Sakyamuni). The statues are
made of reinforced cement; each statue is 1.5m high, sitting on a 1m high
pedestal, made by a group of workers from Hue to My Tho. Phap Bao is the
first temple in Vietnam to build this Buddha scene.

SIEU LY PAGODA, VINH LONG

Sieu Ly pagoda is positioned at 162/8, September 14, ward 5, Vinh Long city, Vinh
Long province.

The pagoda was originally the sanctuary of Mrs. Nguyen Thi Bieu. In 1963,
Venerable Tinh Su received the donation of 1,000 m2 of land from Mrs. Bieu on
behalf of the monks. The pagoda has experienced seven abbots: Most Venerable
Tinh Su, Venerable Phap Nguyet, Venerable Kim Tri, Venerable Kim Cang,
Venerable Tri Duc, Venerable Phap Duc, and Most Venerable Giac Son, the abbot
since 1977 to the present.

From 1980 until now, Most Venerable Giac Son has organized many restorations,
constructions, and expansions of the beautiful, spacious, and fully equipped Sieu Ly
old house with many facilities for studying and practicing: the main hall, the lecture
hall, the monk residence, the dining hall, and the open-air Buddha scenes on an area
of 7,000 m2.

The pagoda organizes teaching Abhidhamma classes from basic to advanced level,
Specialized Buddhist studies, and Pali grammar for monks, nuns, and Buddhists
everywhere under the instruction of Most Venerable Giac Gioi.

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VIEN GIAC PAGODA, VINH LONG

Vien Giac pagoda is located at 50/5 Tran Phu, Ward 4, Vinh Long City, Vinh Long
Province.

The pagoda with the area 10,000 m2 was donated by Mr. Le Dinh Hieu and
established in 1930. Initially, the pagoda belonged to the Mahayana Buddhist sect,
a Buddhist school opened by dhamma master Kieu Loi. In 1943, Mr. Hue Luc was
appointed by the Vinh Long Sangha to be the temple's abbot. In 1948, he went to
Cambodia to study Theravada Buddhism, changing the dhamma name to Tinh Su.
In 1958, he returned to Vietnam to continue as the temple abbot and converted from
the Northern Buddhism school to the Theravada Buddhism school.

In 1982, the Venerable rebuilt the main hall. The Venerable passed away in 1984.
Nun Thanh Tri (the Venerable's disciple) succeeded the abbot until 2011.

In October 2011, the Executive Board of the Vietnam Buddhist Sangha in Vinh Long
province sent Venerable Giac Gioi to the temple's abbot. The abbot organized a
significant restoration and reconstruction of the temple into a dignified and pure old
temple with many items: the main hall, the monk's residence, the merit-making hall,
the dining hall, and the Buddha scenes: the prince's birth, the prince becoming
enlightened, the Buddha turning the dhamma wheel, the Buddha holding the begging
bowl, the Buddha blessing, and the Buddha Nibbana.

HUYEN KHONG PAGODA, THUA THIEN HUE

Huyen Khong pagoda is located in Nham Bieu village, Huong Ho ward, Huong Tra
town, Thua Thien Hue province.

Huyen Khong pagoda is also known as Huyen Khong 1 pagoda or Huyen Khong
Son Trung pagoda to distinguish it from Huyen Khong 2 pagoda, Huyen Khong Son
Thuong pagoda in Hue. The pagoda has an area of about 6,000 square meters.
Huyen Khong pagoda was built in 1973 by Venerable Vien Minh, Tinh Phap, Tri
Tham, and Tan Can at Lang Co, at the foot of Hai Van mountain pass, in Phu Loc
district, Thua Thien Hue province. The temple at that time was small, built of
bamboo.

In 1978, on the occasion of two Buddhists, Nguyen Thi Lu and Nguyen Xuan Hue,
representatives of the Nguyen Dang family, who worshiped all the land and houses
in Nham Bieu village, Bhikkhu Gioi Duc moved the Huyen Khong pagoda to the
current location for quiet dwell and practice.

In June 1993, with the support of Venerable Phap Nhan, Venerable Vien Minh, Nun
Tri Hanh, laywoman Thai Thi Tinh, and Buddhist followers, the main hall was built
on a large scale. The ceremony of establishing the Sima boundary and becoming a
Buddhist temple was solemnly held by the temple on March 14, 15, and 16, 1995.
The main hall has an area of 12m x 24m, about 9m high, roofed with yin and yang
cement tiles with simple decorative motifs. The Buddha shrine is decorated
solemnly, worshiping the statue of Sakyamuni Buddha sitting on a lotus with His
face serene and loving. The statue is 1.54m high; the lotus tower is 1.5m high.

By July 1999, the pagoda restored Yen Ha with solid materials. The work was
completed in early 2001. In December 2003, the temple formed a monk's residence
for the Southern School of Buddhist Studies and a steeple. The Southern School of
Buddhist Studies operated on July 6, 2004, to meet the needs of the Theravada
Buddhist Sangha (Vietnamese) to study Buddhism in Thua Thien Hue province.

In particular, the pagoda has the Great Enlightenment Stupa, modeled after the great
stupa of Maha Bodhi Gaya (Bodhgaya) in India but smaller in size. Stupa has a
height of 37m, 4 sub-towers around; each tower is 24m high. The length of the
horizontal bottom edge is 15.4m; the vertical bottom edge is 9.4m. The tower is
constructed of baked clay bricks with concrete beams and columns as the bearing
frame. The 5 spires of the tower are yellow; the body of the tower is white with many
Indian patterns. The main tower has 6 floors; the highest 2 floors are decorated with
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relics of the Buddha, relics of saints, and Buddha statues. The middle 2 floors are
used to store the Pali Tipitaka in writing from different countries. The lower 2 floors
are the meditation room, the souvenir gallery, and the ceremony room. The
inauguration ceremony of the stupa was solemnly and stately celebrated on June 14,
2015, after 7 years of construction with a cost of about 9 billion Vietnam dong.

To visit the temple, Buddhists and tourists must cross the Bach Yen bridge. This
bridge, the Huyen Khong pagoda, asked for funding from the Schmitz Association
(West Germany) to build. Cross the bridge, and turn left about 100m to the temple.
The pagoda's gate is tall with 9 layers of roofs embossed with the name: HUYEN
KHONG PAGODA.

To the right of the Buddha's shrine is a landscaped garden of Thanh Tam house with
many willow roots, many porcelain flowers, and a hundred-year-old cycad root. On
the right side of the Buddha shrine is Yen Ha house. The ground floor is the living
room and the abbot's room; the upper floor is the monastic residence. Following Yen
Ha is the Hua Nhat Thien landscape garden, where bonsai pots are displayed. Next
to it 1s an orchid rig with more than 500 baskets of orchids of various types. To the
left of the Buddha shrine is a guest house, a monastic residence, and a classroom.
Huyen Khong pagoda has experienced many abbots: Bhikkhu Vien Minh (1973-
1975), Bhikkhu Gioi Duc (1975-1989), and Bhikkhu Phap Tong (1989 to the
present). Venerable Phap Tong is currently the first Vietnamese Theravada Buddhist
bhikkhu to be conferred the noble title of Chao Khun by the King of Thailand.

On November 3, 2017, at Huyen Khong Pagoda, Mr. Manopchai Vongphakdi -
Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary and Plenipotentiary of Thailand in
Vietnam, issued a decree to offer only the title Chao Khun, dhamma name
Sudhammavamsa of the late King of Thailand Bhumibol Adulyadej for Venerable
Phap Tong. Chao Khun is a noble spiritual title expressing the honor, duty, and trust
of the King in the Royal Thai dynasties, the dhamma protector.

With 500 baskets of orchids that are always green and blooming with many
miniatures in Thanh Tam house, Hua Nhat Thien house is well cared for by the
monks, creating a wonderful green space of the brilliant pagoda in the ancient capital
Hue.

HUYEN KHONG SON THUONG, THUA THIEN HUE

Huyen Khong Son Thuong pagoda is located at Hon Vuon Mountain, Huong Ho
ward, Huong Tra town, Thua Thien Hue province.

The pagoda was founded by Venerable Gioi Duc, pen name Minh Duc Trieu Tam
Anh.

In 1988, responding to the program of bare greening land and bare hills of Thua
Thien Hue province, the pagoda applied for 50.4 hectares to plant trees to create
forests. Through 1989, the monks established farms, dug wells, nursed seedlings,
and built works in two areas outside and inside the pagoda.

The pagoda is designed into two main areas: the outer and inner areas.

The outer area: An area of 30 hectares includes a temple area and an art area. The
pagoda area has an area of 1 hectare, including the pagoda gate, main hall, May Tia
house, Nghinh Luong communal house, guest house, Chung Hoa hall, dining hall,
monastic residence, monks' and nuns' kutis, and ancillary works.

The pagoda's gate is built of stone; between the two roofs is the pagoda's name:
Huyen Khong Son Thuong. Behind the gate is a statue of Peace Buddha over 2m
high. Through the continuous high and low courtyards, the two sides plant many
types of trees: conifer, bamboo, apricot, peach, willow, canary, and yellow phoenix
are 12 steps leading to the main hall.

The main hall has an area of 150m2, built in 2000 and expanded in 2015-2020, from
the frame of Hue house with wooden materials, fish scale tiles, open architecture,
and harmony in the natural setting. The Buddha shrine is arranged with dignity and
worships the statue of Buddha Sakyamuni (1 large statue in the middle, 3 small
statues in front and 2 small statues on both sides), the relics of the Buddha, and the
relics of the holy monks.
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May Tia house (Tu Van house) was Phong Truc house previously, a place to live,
work, drink tea, and receive guests of the abbot. Upstairs in May Tia house is the
book store. Around the house is a lake and many kinds of herbaceous and wooden
flowers, orchids, and cymbidium.
Nghinh Luong communal house with open space, three sides empty, is a place for
visitors from all over the world to rest, drink tea, and talk. Behind Nghinh Luong
communal house is a guest house.
The dining hall is used as a place to eat and a kitchen for monks and novices.
The Chung Hoa hall or monastic residence is the abode of the monks and the novices.
Private rooms for monks and nuns. Each monks' and nuns' kuti has an area of about
12m?2 scattered along the mountainside, in the middle of the garden, usually utilized
for elderly monks. Kutis have names such as Tung Van Son kuti, Thach Van Son
kuti, Tu Tieu Son kuti, Lan Van Son kuti, etc.
In addition to the above constructions, the temple complex also has orchids and rich
ornamental plants: apricots, camellia, rhododendrons, etc., to green the meditation
forest.
The art area has a stone grass garden, a Khong Son garden, and an exhibition hall.
Stone grass garden has an area of about 500m2, along with only green grass and gray
stone. There are Buddhist scenes, such as Buddha's ascetic practice in a stone cave,
the statue of the prince becoming enlightened, the statue of Buddha turning the wheel
of dhamma (white stone), and the statue of Buddha reclining (bronze, weighing 3
tons).
Khong Son garden has an area of about 1.5 hectares. Here, there are artworks in
harmony with nature: Thuy Nguyet Dam, Lam Thuy Kieu, Son Anh lake, Giai Tran
Kieu, Tinh Khong Kieu, Vong Oa Dam, and Calligraphy house.
Trang Ngu house is a quiet place of monastic residence.
The inner monastery is a serene place for monks to practice and a meditation forest
for meditators to practice Samatha (tranquility, concentration) and Vipassana
(insight meditation).
Coming to Huyen Khong Son Thuong pagoda, Vietnamese calligraphy with
excellent pen skills of the Abbot is present everywhere. It can be said that in Huyen
Khong meditation forest is Huyen Khong calligraphy forest.

PHAP LUAN PAGODA, THUA THIEN HUE

Phap Luan pagoda is positioned at 03 Le Quy Don, Phu Hoi ward, Hue city, Thua
Thien Hue province.

Bhikkhu Gioi Hy requested Mr. Nguyen Thien Dong, Mrs. Nguyen Thi Cuc, and
some Buddhists to donate offerings to buy public land to establish the temple. In
1974, the pagoda had a stone laying ceremony and built a 4-level house to worship
Buddha.

In 2004, with the help of Venerable Phap Nhan and Nun Tri Hanh, Abbot Tue Tam
built a center to inherit the application of Traditional Medicine Tue Tinh Lien Hoa
hall to examine and treat patients and as a place of monk residence.

In 2007, the temple built the main hall. In October 2011, the main hall was completed
spaciously. The Buddha shrine is decorated with dignity, worshiping the statue of
Sakyamuni Buddha sitting on a beautiful tower.

From March 8 to 13, 2012, the pagoda organized a meditation retreat for more than
200 students under the guidance of Venerable Vien Minh.

Next, Venerable Healer Tue Tam constructed an infirmary beside the temple as a
place to receive and treat patients. This is a superficial, spacious, and well-equipped
medical examination and treatment facility. Service attitude is dedicated, attentive,
and wholehearted to the patient.
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The temple's campus has a vegetarian restaurant called Lien Hoa, which is in charge
of the devotee Huyen Cat.

TANG QUANG PAGODA, THUA THIEN HUE

Tang Quang pagoda is situated at 1/1 Nguyen Chi Thanh, Phu Hiep ward, Hue city,
Thua Thien Hue province.

Venerable Gioi Nghiem founded the pagoda in 1954. The original pagoda
architecture was a simple thatched house. In 1959, Venerable Gioi Nghiem
established the pagoda with a new architectural model according to the architectural
style of Cambodia and Thailand.

In 1964, Venerable Gioi Hy and his Buddhists organized a major restoration of the
temple: the main hall, stupa, monks' residence, guest house, dining hall, and hall for
the dead. In 1965, the Venerable constructed the Bodhi Primary School, educated
many devoted monks and Buddhists, and propagated the dhamma.

The stupa is square with 6 roofs. The facade of the tower floor is embossed with the
words SANGHARAMSYARAMA (Tang Quang temple) in a semicircle. Below is
a relief of Buddha meditating, with elephants kneeling and monkeys offering fruits.
The Buddha shrine is arranged with dignity, honoring Sakyamuni Buddha sitting on
a lotus pedestal in the middle of the three steps. On both sides and in front are statues
of the prince's birth, the Buddha's Nibbana, and the meditating Buddha.

To the left of the main hall is a new two-story monastic residence that was rebuilt in
2000.

In 2009, Venerable Tanh Hien was appointed as the abbot of Tang Quang pagoda.
The Venerable Abbot remodeled the stupa in 2012. In 2016, the pagoda cast a great
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red general and remodeled the kitchen. In 2018, the Venerable rebuilt the temple's
gate and made new kutis. The pagoda scene today is so spacious.

THIEN LAM PAGODA, THUA THIEN HUE

Thien Lam pagoda is located in Thuy Xuan commune, Huong Thuy ward, Hue city,
Thua Thien Hue province.

Venerable Ho Nhan founded the pagoda in 1960. Initially, he built a small room in
Thuong 2 village to practice. In 1966, the faithful Buddhists made offerings of pure
wealth to build the main hall and the tower to worship the Buddha's relics. The
Venerable passed away in 2002.

The next abbot is Bhikkhu Ho Tinh. In 2009, Venerable Tam An accepted the
responsibility of administering. The Venerable organized the pagoda's restoration,
expansion, and construction into a spacious and beautiful temple with an airy
landscape and peaceful atmosphere.
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The pagoda has a towering, majestic, golden stupa in the sky. The stupa is about
I15m high, has 2 parts: the lower floor is the main hall, and the upper floor is
decorated with relics of Buddha and relics of great saints. The Buddha shrine is
presented with dignity and worships the statue of Sakyamuni Buddha. In the Buddha
shrine, there are two dhamma seats, one sitting on the late Venerable Ho Nhan statue.
The shape of the stupa is modeled based on the Pirimangala temple in Myanmar -
where the Venerable Ho Ren was ordained in 1955 during the 6th Pali Tripitaka
Council in Rangoon.

In 2010, the pagoda constructed a row of two-story houses for a living room, a house
for the dead, and a kitchen. In 2012, the bell tower was built. The fence was formed
in 2015. The construction of a meditation hall and a monk's residence was conducted
in 2018. The works here are based on the motif of Myanmar pagodas and towers,
creating the unique features of Vietnamese landscapes in the ancient capital of Hue.

Tam Bao pagoda is located at 72 Vi Ba, Nui Lon, Ward 1, Vung Tau City, Ba Ria - Vung

Venerable Gioi Nghiem founded the Tam Bao pagoda in 1972. The Venerable opened the
Four Foundations of Mindfulness retreats for monks and Buddhists to study. Currently, the
pagoda is headed by Venerable Thang Phuoc, commonly known as Master Tuan.

The Buddha's temple is arranged dignifiedly, worshiping the meditating Buddha. In front,
there is a statue of a prince born and a statue of Buddha reclining. The temple houses many
open-air statues of Sakyamuni Buddha.

The forest behind the pagoda is full of monkeys. The pagoda attracts many tourists and
Buddhists in the coastal city of Vung Tau.

Venerable Gioi Hy founded the pagoda in 1993.

Venerable Gioi Hy, former abbot of Tang Quang pagoda, Hue city. In 1977, the
Venerable returned to his hometown of Quang Nam, participated in local Buddhist
activities, and established a small temple of the Theravada Buddhist sect to practice.
The front yard of the temple contains Buddha scenes: Buddha meditating, Buddha
blessing, and Buddha turning the wheel of dhamma.

The Buddha shrine is decorated with dignity, worshiping many statues of Sakyamuni
Buddha in various postures: attaining enlightenment, meditating, and holding a
bowl.

In addition to organizing activities and practicing at the temple, the Venerable is also
a standing member of the Executive Board of the VBS chapter in Quang Nam
province, and a lecturer at the Quang Nam College of Buddhist Studies. Venerable
passed away on February 10, 2015. Currently, the temple is donated by a group of
temple protectors and Venerable's family to Venerable Buu Chanh, abbot of Phuoc
Son Monastery, Dong Nai.

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NAM QUANG PAGODA, QUANG NAM

Nam Quang pagoda is located at 430 Cua Dai, Cam Chau Ward, Hoi An City, Quang
Nam Province.

The pagoda was founded by Most Venerable Gioi Nghiem in 1969. The pagoda has
an area of 2,300 m2, acquired by the Central Southern Association of Lay Laity from
Mr. Ly Minh's garden and land. The pagoda was originally a small house, and
through many restorations, it has become a spacious and beautiful place in the tourist
city of Hoi An today.

The pagoda has experienced many abbots: Venerable Tri Gioi, Venerable Thang
Tong, Venerable Tri Duc, Venerable Phap Dang, and now Venerable Phap Cao.
Most Venerable Phap Cao organized a great restoration of the temple with Thai-
Cambodian architectural motifs from 2005 to 2011, building a 500 m2 main hall and
two rows of 2-story monks. The pagoda recognizes the merits of all the supporters
who have contributed pure wealth and offerings, such as the families of donors
Nguyen Thien Nhan and Nguyen Thanh Thuy, who offered 7 billion VND in this
construction phase.

The Buddha shrine is presented with dignity, worshiping the statue of Sakyamuni
Buddha sitting on a lotus and three-step pedestal; behind is a painting of a Bodhi
tree.

The pagoda organizes solemnly, respectfully, and thoughtfully the annual great
festivals, including the full moon of the first month, the Buddha's birthday (the full
moon of April), the Vu Lan festival (the full moon of July), the ceremony of offering
Kathina robes. On the full moon day of the second month (lunar calendar), the
temple also organizes impermanent ordination retreats for lay Buddhists. This
approach has been popularized in many domestic and overseas temples later.

Venerable Phap Tam founded the pagoda in 1974 at Nha Trang beach. After 1975,
the pagoda was moved here.

The biography of the late Venerable Gioi Nghiem (1921-1984) demonstrates that he
built or presided over the construction of 16 temples, including the Nhu Y pagoda.

Siddhattharama and the Vietnamese couple:

The roof of the pagoda protects the soul of the nation,

The eternal life of the ancestors.

The Buddha shrine is decorated with dignity, worshiping Sakyamuni Buddha
meditating on a lotus. In front comprises two statues of Buddha holding a bowl. The
two sides have a statue of the prince's birth and a photo of the late Venerable Ho
Tong. Around there are paintings about the life of Buddha Sakyamuni.

On the temple grounds, there is a statue of Buddha holding a begging bowl standing
on a lotus and high pedestal.

Phap Lac, Venerable Hue Chon, Venerable Thien Can, and Venerable Tam Che
often came to preach dhamma and requested land to construct the pagoda. Most
Venerable Gioi Nghiem combined the following two words from Kim Binh
commune and Duc Long ward into Binh Long pagoda. From 1968 to 1974, Abbot
Tue Qua, with the assistance of local people, attempted to build and promote the
temple, established a Kassapa Buddhist family, and opened free classes for poor
children in the area. In 1972, the Venerable held a solemn ceremony to inaugurate
the main hall, invited the Buddha statue, and invited the Buddha's relics from Saigon
to the temple under the witness of Most Venerable Monk Gioi Nghiem and a large
number of monks and lay people everywhere.

The abbot today is Bhikkhu Phap Tan.

The Buddha shrine is arranged with dignity, worshiping the statue of Lord Buddha
seated on a lotus; behind is a beautiful painting of the Bodhi tree made by two
Buddhists, Nguyen Van Chau and Tran Ngoc Ky, in 1971. The two sides and in front
worship the Buddha holding the bowl and the Buddha Nibbana.

PHAP VAN PAGODA, CALIFORNIA, USA

Phap Van Pagoda is located at 850 W. Phillips Blvd, Pomona City, Los Angeles
County, California, USA.

Phap Van Pagoda was founded by Venerable Tinh Duc and Venerable Chon Tri in
1978. This is the first Vietnamese Theravada Buddhist temple in the United States.
In 2019, Venerable Chon Tri organized the restoration of the main dhamma hall,
embellishing the open-air statues into a dignified and serene and marvelous Phap
Van temple.
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In front of the main dhamma hall, the temple honors the statue of the Blessed One.
On the back of the main hall, the pagoda worships the statue of the Buddha holding
the alms pot and the statue of the late Venerable Gioi Nghiem (1921-1984), former
High Priest of the Theravada Buddhist Sangha of Vietnam. Here is a pair of
Vietnamese word couplets:

The world is dark and full of sin for a hundred years,
The meditation gate is pure permanently.

The Buddha Hall is decorated with dignity, worshiping 3 statues of Sakyamuni
Buddha. The middle statue (bronze) was invited by the temple from Thailand,
settled in 1979. The statue on the right (wooden) was invited by the temple from
Myanmar (Burma); the statue on the left (made of cement) was invited by the
temple from Vietnam. The temple has many statues of Buddha and deities invited
from Thailand.

In the front yard, the pagoda honors the statue of Bodhisattva Avalokitesvara
(bronze) standing on top of a large dragon statue created (made of cement) 20
years ago and the statue of the Four Heavenly Kings. In the backyard, the pagoda
arranges clusters of statues representing the life of Buddha Sakyamuni: Prince's
birth, Prince ascetic practice, Buddha attained enlightenment, the Buddha turned
the wheel of Dharma, and Buddha entered Nibbana.

The pagoda has a Board of Leaders of Phap Van Buddhist Family and Phap Van
Vietnamese Language Center, living and studying every Sunday, from 10 a.m. to
2:30 p.m. The pagoda is a famous center of Vietnamese philanthropy in the United
States.

The temple has a weekly schedule of activities, practices, and teachings for
Buddhists. Every year, the temple thoughtfully organizes Tet holidays for a
significant number of Buddhists and compatriots in Pomona city and neighboring
cities to attend.

SAKYA MONASTERY, CALIFORNIA, USA

Sakya Monastery is situated at 15950 Winters Lane, Riverside City, California,
USA.

In 1982, Venerable Kim Trieu was invited to Southern California to instruct the
Four Foundations of Mindfulness meditation for Theravada Buddhists. In order to
have a basis with a peaceful environment for long-term practice and study, some
lay people bought two houses with an area of nearly 1 hectare located on a small
hill southwest of Riverside city, established Sakyamuni Monastery, invited the
Most Venerable Kim Trieu to be the President. The monastery officially opened on
July 15, 1988.

The main constructions of the monastery are: 1. Meditation hall: built in September
1991, inaugurated on March 23, 1997, with an area of 325m?2 including two floors,
as a place of ceremony and meditation and lecturing; 2. Sima and Stupa: was built
in June 2004, completed in October 2005. The stupa is built in three layers, the
body of the stupa is octagonal, representing the Eightfold Path. The stupa worships
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Buddha's relics and stores scriptures and Buddha statues collected all over the
world. 3. The image of the four relics: That is Lumbini, where he was born; Bodh
Gaya, where he attained enlightenment; Sarnath, where he preached the sutta of
Setting the Wheel of Dhamma in Motion; and Kushinagar, where he entered
Nibbana; Statues of meditation masters and teachers: Most Venerable Giac Quang,
Most Venerable Ho Tong, Master Shwe Oo Min, Master Mahasi, and Master Dipa
Ma. 4. The main hall.

The onastery has a large main hall to serve the worship and study of monks and lay
men, women, and Buddhists to attend four courses of meditation in the four
seasons of Spring, Summer, Autumn, and Winter every year.

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DAO QUANG TEMPLE, TEXAS, USA

Dao Quang temple is positioned at 3536 North Garland Avenue, Garland City,
Texas, USA.

The temple was originally founded by Venerable Ho Giac and Venerable Phap
Nhan at the corner of Apollo Road and North Garland Avenue. On January 17,
1998, the temple purchased a land plot of more than 10 acres at 3536 North
Garland Avenue. With the assistance of Buddhists, Most Venerable Master Tinh
Duc constructed Dao Quang temple into a quiet, beautiful, and airy temple. He
passed away on January 7, 2022.

Besides the majestic two-storey main hall, the temple has a multi-purpose house,
Linh Dai Bat Nha tower, Brahma Sahampati tower, and many open-air marble
monuments. That is the garden of statues: Buddha’s enlightenment, Buddha turned
the wheel of Dhamma, Buddha entered Nibbana; statue of Bodhisattva Maitreya,
and worship of Bodhisattva Avalokitesvara. In the front yard of the temple, there is
a large fake-son island to create a religious scene for the temple.

The Buddha's shrine is decorated ornate. The middle altar worships two statues of
Sakyamuni Buddha. Both statues are made of bronze, cast in Thailand in 2000 and
2003. Around the wall, the temple is decorated with more than 400 statues of
Buddha Sakyamuni gilded in bronze. In particular, the temple is decorated with an
ancient Thai statue 0.28m high. The back of the Buddha shrine has an altar for
Bodhisattva Avalokitesvara.

The temple has a weekly schedule of activities, practices, and teachings for
Buddhists on Sunday. Vietnamese class study on Sunday. Every year, in addition
to thoughtfully organizing Tet holidays for a large number of Buddhists to attend,
the temple opens a 10-day Vipassana meditation course for monks and Buddhists.

PHAP LUAN TEMPLE, TEXAS, USA

Phap Luan temple is located at 13913 South Post Oak Road, Houston, Texas, USA.
The pagoda was founded by Venerable Ho Giac in 1994 in Houston city on an area
of nearly 2 hectares. The monk, from Dong Thap, is a master of virtue, devoting
his life to studying and spreading the Dhamma. He was the first High Priest of the
Theravada Sangha of Vietnam in the United States. He passed away on December
5,2012.

Most Venerable Giac Dang organized a great restoration of the temple in 2011.
Today's pagoda is a beautiful temple with many Asian-style constructions such as:
the main hall, the hall, the Dharma hall, the monastery, office, bell tower, and
memorial house of the late Elder Venerable Ho Giac. The pagoda honors
Sakyamuni Buddha in the front yard and Tu Dong Tam statue garden in the back
yard.

The Buddha hall is decorated with dignity, worshiping the statue of Buddha
Sakyamuni preaching the Dhamma. The entrance hall is decorated with a bronze
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statue of Buddha Sakyamuni blessing. The pagoda has a statue of Sakyamuni
Buddha (in white jade, 1.40m high) that was brought back from Myanmar.

The temple has a weekly and monthly schedule of activities and studies. Every
year, on the days of the Lunar New Year, the Buddha's Birthday, the Kathina robe
offering ceremony, the Vu Lan ceremony, etc., the temple is dignified, solemn and
thoughtful, welcoming a large number of monks, nuns, Buddhists and lay people.
Believers from far and near to worship, study, and perform art activities.
